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Interagency Coordinating Council Goals and Benchmarks – Draft 2015
The Interagency Coordinating Council for State Prevention Programs (ICC) has 5 goals and corresponding benchmarks to guide its prevention efforts.  Below are the goals and benchmarks and the data showing the trends for each benchmark.


Purpose – MCA 2-15-225, 

(2) The coordinating council shall perform the following duties:

(g) Develop, maintain, and implement benchmarks for state prevention programs. As used in this subsection, "benchmark" means a specified reference point in the future that is used to measure the state of affairs at that point in time and to determine progress toward or the attainment of an ultimate goal, which is an outcome reflecting the desired state of affairs.

The ICC Council approved June 2000 the following criteria when establishing a benchmark:

· It should indicate success or failure of meeting a statewide goal. 

· It should not measure only a specific program that is based on serving a target population and represents one funding stream. (Programs will have their own respective evaluation component.) 

· It should utilize a data source that is reliable and provides trend information. 

· It should be related to a national standard, such as Healthy People 2010 (US DHHS).

When looking at the percentage of students who indicated that they used ATOD’s in the past 30 days, an increase by grade can generally be seen with all substances except inhalants. In comparing the 2014 results to the 2012 results, total 30-day use rates for all substances saw some changes. Past month alcohol use showed positive decrease in 8th grade and 10th grade and an increase in 12th grade.  The only substance to show a significant increase in all grades since 2010 was smokeless tobacco use, which increased 0.5%.
