The 2016 Montana Prevention Needs Assessment survey revealed that 71.7% of Pondera students
who drank alcohol reported getting it from “someone | know age 21 or older.” This startling statistic led us
to the conclusion that a sticker shock campaign was essential for Pondera County. To get the ball rolling, |
asked three eager 8th graders to join me for some first-hand experience by collaborating with the Great
Falls Alliance for Youth group. The Conrad and Great Falls kids “stickered” alcoholic products in several

now ready to target both rural towns prior to their local spring proms. In preparation, | provided and
required signed permission slips for the kids, asked for funding to provide meals for the youth and
personally visited each business to ask permission to sticker their
products.
